TTTTThanks to Governor Gray Davis, the California Legislature and ded-
icated advocates and voters like you, the San Francisco Bay Trail re-
ceived its largest contribution to date last year!  The 2000 - 2001
State budget appropriated $7.5 million from the “Safe Neighbor-
hood Parks, Clean Water, Clean Air and Coastal Protection Bond Act
of  2000” (Proposition 12) for the Bay Trail.  The Bay Trail allocation
was directed through the State Coastal Conservancy to the Associa-
tion of  Bay Area Governments (ABAG), which administers the Bay
Trail Project.  In past years, the Bay Trail received appropriations of
$2.5 million (1999/2000), $1 million (1997/1998) and $200,000
(1996/1997).

Competitive grants are offered to cities, counties and districts to
develop their local Bay Trail sections through the award winning “Re-
gional Development Grant Program.”  Projects that leverage State
monies, build key trail sections, close trail gaps, employ and train
Conservation Corps members, overcome obstacles and create new
cooperative partnerships to increase awareness of  the Bay Trail receive
priority through the program.  Grants are awarded both for trail
construction and for planning or feasibility studies to speed trail
development. In addition to building the trail, construction grants
also fund trail amenities, such as bridges, fences, benches, signs and
landscaping.  Grants for planning or feasibility studies are often
awarded in cases where conditions have changed since the 1989 Bay
Trail Plan was adopted, or where there are long-standing obstacles to
trail development.

In the first round of grants under the $7.5 million allocation, 63
applications were submitted from all nine Bay Area Counties, for
funding requests in excess of  $15 million.  The State Coastal Conser-
vancy has authorized 29 grants to date, totaling $4.6 million.  These
grants will leverage about $43 million in total project costs and re-
sult in the direct construction of 13 miles of trail, bridges and trail

amenities, and the planning of another 44 miles!  And many more
projects will be authorized in the new year, once environmental
clearance and other project details are completed.

These newly awarded grants will provide benefits to trail users in all
nine of the shoreline counties.  Many trail construction projects,
such as the San FSan FSan FSan FSan Francisco Dorancisco Dorancisco Dorancisco Dorancisco Downtowntowntowntowntown Fwn Fwn Fwn Fwn Fererererer rrrrry y y y y TTTTTerererererminal Pub-minal Pub-minal Pub-minal Pub-minal Pub-
lic Pierlic Pierlic Pierlic Pierlic Pier, will provide public access in highly used urban areas.

Many of  the new trails will provide transportation options to large

center and other nearby high-tech industries.  Finally, several of  the
planning studies that were funded are developing regional bicycle

one is integral to the completion of  the Bay Trail vision.  However,
8 representative projects are summarized on page 2 and additional
recent grants are listed on page 3.  In the coming months, Bay Trail
staff will be busy administering grants and ensuring that all of
these new projects advance.

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TTTTThe BaBaBaBaBay y y y y TTTTTrail rail rail rail rail WWWWWildlifildlifildlifildlifildlife and Pube and Pube and Pube and Pube and Public Access Studlic Access Studlic Access Studlic Access Studlic Access Studyyyyy has completed two full
years of fieldwork.  During October, our three teams of experienced birders com-
pleted the final observation shifts at the three study sites in Mill Valley, Redwood
Shores and Mountain View.  Principal investigators Jana Sokale and Dr. Lynne Trulio
now have hundreds of  rich data sets to input and analyze.  Working with statisticians
from the California Department of  Fish and Game and San Jose State University,
Jana and Lynne will conduct extensive analyses of  the data over the next several
months.  We anticipate releasing a preliminary report on year two summary data in
February, and the final report based on both years’ data in July 2002.

The Bay Trail initiated the Study to address concerns about the potential impacts of
recreational trails on wildlife.  The research plan was designed to provide a statisti-
cally valid assessment of  the effects trail users might have on the diversity, abun-
dance and behavior of  shorebirds at three locations on the Bay Trail route.  The
research team installed two observation quads at each location: one at a site along or
near the Bay Trail, and the second at a nearby non-trail control site.  Beginning in
July 1999, teams of trained observers collected data at each location 4 times each
month.  Shifts were timed to ensure that observers collected data simultaneously at
both the trail and control sites.

Ten months into the first year, Jana and Lynne reported to the Bay Trail Board that
the study was functioning as designed and would allow for statistical analyses of  the
research questions.  To increase statistical power and reliability, they suggested that
the Study continue for another year.   The Board enthusiastically agreed.  Thanks to
the remarkably rapid response from our donors, including several Board members
(see right), we launched the second year of observations in October 2000.

Over the course of the two years, the field observers demonstrated tremendous
commitment, outstanding birding skills and considerable aplomb in dealing with
unanticipated challenges.  Neither blustery weather, locked levee gates, “off-limits”
hikers, nor duck hunters deterred them from completing their shifts.

Special recognition and thanks are due to the site supervisors:  Debra Chromczak
and Lisa Hug, who managed field teams for the full two years, Ingrid Harrald who
served 1-1/2 years, and Sean Casto who stepped in last Spring for the final six
months of  field work.  All did a stellar job of  ensuring that all shifts were covered
and data were recorded properly.

As the second year drew to a close, the Bay Trail Steering Committee considered
whether to continue the Study for another year.  With funding always a key issue,
we were thrilled to hear from Board member Joe LaClair of  the Bay Conservation
and Development Commission that they had secured funds for continued research
from the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA).  NOAA’s
support reflects that the study has generated considerable interest from resource
managers, parks departments and others throughout the country who are working to
assure that trails are developed in a way that respects and protects wildlife.  Over the
next several months, guided by data from the first two years, we will work with
Board members, the research team and other stakeholders to determine what addi-
tional research questions to explore and design an appropriate research plan.  We
hope to have researchers back in the field by this time next year.
